The AFSFA Awards Committee will evaluate nominated chapters against the relevant
criteria based on a point scored system and will recommend a winner and runner-up
to the AFSFA Board of Directors at the annual meeting of the Board of Directors.

Chapter of the Year and Chapter of the Year Runner-Up award winners will be
announced at the AFSFA Annual Meeting Banquet. '

Deadline for submission of the nomination package to the
AFSFA Executive Director is August 1 of the award year.
Late submissions cannot be accepted.

JUNE.6 1944 INVASION OF FRANCE

Breaching Fortress Europe

In 1940 Hitler had taken
France but because of 30
miles of English Channel
he was unable to invade
England. By 1944 the Al-
lies were ready to cross the
channel and liberate
France on their way to
Berlin.
On June 6, 1944, 24,000
paratroopers were
dropped into France in the
Eredawn hours. At day-
reak 170,000 troops land-
ed over a 50 mile front on
five beaches code named
Omaha, Utah, Gold,

Sword, and Juno.

General Rommel felt that
the Allies had to be
StopFed at the beach. The
fortifications built came to
be known as the Atlantic
Wall. On the day of the
invasion the weather was
so bad that the Germans
didn’t believe an amphibi-
ous assault could be made
and Rommel was in Ger-
many for his wife’s birth-
day. On the day he had
tried so hard to prepare
for, he was not even in the
country. That day, 74 years
ago, Allied forces made
the largest seaborne inva-
sion in history.

Jack Raskopf Witness to D-Day

Jack Raskopf was born
in Patterson, NJ on July
3, 1926. He enlisted in
the navy in November,
1943, went to boot
camp, and graduated
from radio school at the
top of his class. He got
to choose his ship type
and asked for a destroy-
er escort which he was
given. The problem was
he had to catch up to it.
Jack shipped to Eng-
land on a transport and
arrived in Portsmouth
with three other men
who were going to the
same ship, USS Maloy.
The harbor was full of
ships getting ready for
the cross channel inva-
sion of France. After
riding a landing craft
around looking for the
ship with no success,
the four were ordered
onto an LST.

These unwitting pas-
sengers had a front row
seat to history as they
watched the invasion of
Utah Beach take place.
After a couple of days
the LST pulled up to tﬁe
beach to droF off its

cargo and the four were

told to get off on the
beach. For the next
two months the
stayed on Utah Beac
without really having
a job to do.

In August the four of
them took a truck to
Cherbourg and finally
caught their ship.

For the rest of the
war Jack was aboard

the USS Maloy pa-
trolling around the
German occupied
channel islands.

Jack has agreed to
share some o%what he
witnessed as a 17 year
old sailor watching
one of the biggest
events in history.

STEPS TO BUILDING YOUR OWN APP:

Another reason I chose Appy Pie, is
that I don’t run a Mac operating
system. The only way, without being
way tech savvy, to post your app on
Apple Store is to use a Mac operating
system or do as I did, select an app
builder who for a very nominal fee
$50, built and posted it for me.

Step 3: Designing

Designing your app. This was the
fun, scary, nerve wracking part of the
process. Appy Pie has numerous
themes and layouts, but I just wanted
something simple. My whole
objective was to be able to post the
app on both Apple Store and Google,
this app designer fit that bill for me.

Step 4: Cost

Don’t let the sticker shock scare you.
Plans run from $15 to $50 a month,
typically all paid upfront in one lump
sum. In total, our app cost us about
$500, which included posting to
Apple Store and Google.

Step 5: Reward

It was difficult getting individuals to
start utilizing the app, fear of the
unknown | guess, but connecting with
members and younger Defenders has
been an absolute blessing. Everything
you need to know about our chapter can
now be located on your phone and click
away. I encourage you to explore the
options and build and app for your own
chapter. I’ve never built a website
before, now I have. I’ve never built an
app before, now I have.
